APPLICATION PROCEDURES

Below you will find some more specific information.

· Admission Requirement: Grade 12 graduation or enrollment in Grade 12 Enhancement Program (allows high school students to take college courses concurrently - Contact your high school counsellor/career advisor.)

Kwantlen has year-round admission. Students can be admitted in January (spring semester), May (summer semester - limited course availability), or September (fall semester). The application period for each semester begins 10 months prior to the start of the semester. For example, you can apply as early as November 1st of one year, and up to June 30 for the Fall (Sep) of the next.  For spring semester this window is March 1st to October 15, and for Summer Semester it is July 1st to February 28.  Students are strongly encouraged to apply early as the registration date for new students is based on the application date.

Mature students (age 19 and older) do not need to be high school graduates to be admitted. They need, however, a grade C in English 12 or a pass in an English placement test.

· If you are a student at Kwantlen, you can just register for the class, unless you have already done Punjabi 12 in high school. There are no prerequisites for Punjabi 1100. 

· Classes start in the first week of September and run for 14 weeks. 

Punjabi 1100 and 1101 are 3-credit courses and cost $ 388.57 each.
